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The 'Funland' course is taught as 20 lessons, each one hour
in duration. Emphasis is on oral English. Small class sizes
(fewer than 15) mean that each child receives personalised
one-on-one time with a Native English Teacher.

'Funland’ classes are organised thematically and incorporate
many elements of Western Culture. Each class consists of:

1. Astorybook,

2. Alibrary book to take home,
3. Worksheet(s),

4. Games and songs

Letter sounds are the focus - beginning with the alphabets in
K1 and moving through to vowel combinations in K3. Correct
letter stroke combinations are also taught.
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
